Guidelines
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For many years, Nanhua University has been continuously expanding its USR (University Social
Responsibility) project for talent cultivation, focusing on areas and topics such as agricultural
environment, ecological slow food, intergenerational learning, mindful living, local aging, and
international diplomacy. This initiative began with exploring agricultural ecological issues in Chiayi
County, seeking various solutions. Over thirteen years, the program has gradually extended its reach to
different towns in Taiwan, collaborating with teams from various organizations to gain experience. The
team has also traveled to Italy to learn from experiences in slow food and Cittaslow townships,
organizing knowledge suitable for development in Taiwan, with the aim of igniting sparks within the
community upon their return. In recent years, collaborations with potent universities in Chiang Mai,

Thailand, have enabled Taiwan's experiences in Cittaslow to benefit partner schools in the Asian region.
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A 'Learning City' is a model of urban development that enhances learning resources and
environments to improve lifelong learning opportunities and urban competitiveness for residents, while
also promoting community development and social innovation. In response to international trends, the
Chiayi County Government has proposed the vision of 'Come to Chiayi, Let’s Learn Together,'
encouraging national learning and utilizing Chiayi County as a base for local practice in promoting
lifelong learning and community development. Nanhua University, in its role as a local think tank, is
advancing the development of learning cities through academic research and practical initiatives, aiming
to establish a strong local presence while looking globally to facilitate more cross-border collaborations

and innovations.
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This series of events aims to showcase the achievements of our university's USR team over the
years. We will facilitate academic exchanges and share experiences in sustainable slow food through
five main themes: “International Symposium”, “Slow Food Workshop”, “Hometown Storytelling
Competition”, “Course outcomes of The Program of Cittaslow”, “Poster presentation competition”, and
“Slow Food Earth Market”. We hope that through the connections made during this event, local and

international partners in Taiwan can engage in collaborative learning and improvement on various topics.
